In order to assist organizations in interpreting the information here, Netsmart is providing a glossary of terms for those commonly used event-based field descriptions.

	Description

	event_log_id
	Primary Key that will be replicated in the extension table 

	people_id
	Event entry for people
Event entries will either have this or the group_profile_id (Profile event) field.  If neither is filled, then it is an incident entr

	event_definition_id
	Where the event is setup or defined (event_definition)

	belongs_to_event
	event_log_id (circular reference) if this event was entered within another event.  For example, entering a new client is an event.  If their benefit assignment is also recorded on the initial enrollment, the new client event entry would be filled in this field.  An example in this document is used when we insert event based sub form Other Activities – B2E (event_log)
Should be view only on a form and is often labeled ‘entered with’

	created_by_event
	Event automatically created as a result of entering an initial event type

	actual_date
	Actual date or start date

	completed
	For multi-day events, indicates completed date

	end_date
	Date the event ended.  For single day events, will be equal to the actual date or actual date + duration entered in this table
For events setup as multi-day (see events setups) will be the end date entered and should be available on the form used

	group_profile_id
	If the event was entered for a profile as opposed for a person (group_profile)

	approved_date
	Date event was approved by supervisor for those events that allow supervisory approval

	group_event_id
	For those events that are entered in the groups or family case module this being filled identifies the record that is provided to the group and not the entry made for those who attended. (event_log)

	update_log_id
	Links to the update_log table, which contains details about data entry (time, information updated, who updated)

	groups_id
	Event entry for group event

	staff_id
	Staff that completed the event

	service_track_event_id
	If event is provided for a client, this is the event that represents the clients enrollment into the agency (event_log)

	program_enrollment_event_id
	The event entry that represents the clients program enrollment when the event is a service (event_log)

	locked_by
	The user that submits the event for supervisor approval when allowed (staff)

	date_locked
	Date event was submitted for approval

	approved_by
	Staff supervisor that approved the event (staff)

	is_locked
	Event was submitted for approval

	program_providing_service
	When the event is a service, the program that provided the service. (program_info)

	site_providing_service
	When the event is a service, the service facility that provided the service. (group_profile)

	generic_remarks
	Generic remarks that are optionally on most event forms.

	is_client_involved
	Typically used on service entry forms only indicating if client was there or not when receiving the service

	duration
	Duration of the event.  Used mostly for services.  When entered with the actual date for a non-multi-day event, will be used with the actual date to calculate the end_date

	service_location_facility
	Typically entered with services identifying the actual location it was provided (group_profile) 

	activity_type_id
	Typically entered with services to further define the service (activity_type)

	actual_location
	Typically entered with services to identify a generic location of where the service was provided (location)

	encounter_with_id
	Typically entered with services to identify a generic value representing who the service was provided with (encounter_with)

	units_id
	If entry requires a unit of the site providing service, typically enrollments into facilities.  (units)

	date_entered
	System date the event was entered
This would be also in the audit log as the first entry but is entered here for ease of use and reporting

	event_agency_id
	Agency this event was entered for, only applied to multi-agency systems. (Agency)

	user_entered
	User that entered this data (Staff)

	approval_sent_to
	When an event is supplied to a supervisor for approval but is overridden with a specific approval entry by the user; such as on incidents and plans. (Staff)

	diagnoses_id
	Entry of this field will ensure that this code will be supplied with the bill; otherwise the client’s primary and secondary diagnoses entered on file will be supplied (diagnoses)

	is_deleted
	When an event (service, program enrollment, benefit assignment, etc) that has been used for billing is deleted, it is flagged as deleted with this field but not removed from the database

	is_billed
	Used to denote if the service has been billed for 

	attached_document
	Used to link a file to the event record.  Files of any type (.doc, .xls, .jpg, etc) can be linked, and the file is then stored in the data base

	from_events2do_id
	If the event was scheduled, this is the link to the scheduling record in events2do table

	service_authorization_details_id
	If agency is required to use Service Authorizations, this field is used to link a service to the Service Authorization

	agency_program_service_link_id
	Associates event with agency and program placement for billing services

	program_unit_id
	Shows which Program Unit the service is billed under, if required
